Submit a Film Guidelines 2008

The term !Film" means Film and Video and Sheffield Doc/Fest means the Sheffield International Documentary
Festival.

1. The objectives of the Doc/Fest are to promote excellence in Documentary

Film and Television through the selection of a programme of work and to debate current issues at events and
sessions.

2. The Doc/Fest is open to the public and television industry professionals,

press, TV & film buyers and distributors.

3. The 15th Sheffield Doc/Fest is taking place in Sheffield from 5 - 9 November 2008.

4. The Doc/Fest selects by invitation documentary titles in all formats. Titles are mainly selected on the advice of
the Doc/Fest Board and Advisory Committee.

5. The Doc/Fest considers shorts, medium length and feature films. Although films with a duration significantly
over feature film length will only be considered in exceptional circumstances.

6. The final closing date for submissions is 30 June 2008 (postmark).

7. Each film entry incurs an administration fee of £20 to be charged on completion of the entry form. This is
payable by Visa, Visa Electron, Visa Delta, Mastercard and Solo. If you wish to pay by cheque or money order
please contact our film programmer, Hussain Currimbhoy for approval. Cheques should be made payable to:
International Documentary Festival Sheffield Itd and included with the DVD screener and completed form. The
film will be considered only after having received proof of payment.

8. Film makers are invited to submit documentary films and videos completed after 1 July 2007. Preference will
be given to films that have not been broadcast in the UK prior to the upcoming festival.

9. Films must have English dialogue or English subtitles.

10. The Doc/Fest does not accept responsibility for loss or damage of preview materials and forms submitted for
selection.

11. All transport costs as well as customs fees of unsolicited preview materials to and from the Doc/Fest must be
borne by the sender.

12. Preview cassettes sent from outside the European Union must be accompanied by a pro-forma invoice
stating INo commercial value, for cultural purposes only." The total value declared must not exceed US$ 5.00,
otherwise the festival reserves the right not to accept the entry. In the case of any higher value declared, the
sender must prepay customs fees and UK VAT.

13. If your film is selected, you will be advised on the collection and return of the screening copy of your film.

14. If your film is selected, the print/tape must be at the festival office 2 weeks (14 days) week before its
screening.

15. Unsolicited preview cassettes will be kept by the festival. They will NOT be returned unless accompanied by
a cheque or bank draft for £15 GBP to cover return postage and administration. Cheques should be made
payable to: International Documentary Festival Sheffield Itd.
